Not all questions are
appropriate for all studies, and not all institutions, departments, and committees will be
expecting the same content in each chapter. However, we have structured this checklist in
accordance with the recommended content of a five-chapter dissertation.

Is adequate information presented for an understanding of the problem?
Is the problem clearly stated?

Is there a description of what has already been done related to

the problem?

Is the relationship of the problem to previous research made clear?

Is there a logical transition that leads directly to the purpose of the study?
Have the majority of the references cited been published within the

past five years?

Purpose of the Study

Is the purpose of the study related to the statement of the pro‘blem?u
Is the purpose of the study stated clearly and succinctly?

Are limitations well defined (methodology, data, analysis)?

Delimitations

Are the delimitations well defined (e.g., timeframe, location, sample,
criterion)?

Are your assumptions clearly stated?

Is there a transition to Chapter Two and the chapters following?

(Typically Chapter One ends with an overview of the entire dissertation))
