Course Goals: This course surveys the visual arts of Europe from the Prehistoric period
to the Gothic period (about 35,000 BC to 1500AD) as well as the arts of India,
China, Japan, Africa, and Mesoamerica. In examining the role the visual arts have played
in the history of different civilizations, the class will study many different types of art from
architecture, sculpture, and painting, to ceramics, jewelry, and weaving. We will consider
the questions: Why is art made? What does the art tell us about the maker and its culture
of origin? How does the art of the Past and current themes in art relate to our lives’ today?

The instructor will complete a form notifying the student of a reasonable
timeframe in which the missed assignments and/or examinations are to be completed.
