COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
 
This is a 4th semester course designed for students who have completed at least three 
semesters of college-level French or the equivalent. This is an intermediate course that 
focuses on advanced written and oral skills in French. These skills are acquired and 
enhanced through listening and reading skills as well. At the end of the course, a 
successful student will be able to produce complex French sentences and will have firmly 
mastered all the basic structures required for success in this course. 
 
COURSE OBJECTIVES: 
 
This course will emphasize oral, listening, writing and reading skills. Students should 
expect oral drills on pronunciation and actively engage in listening comprehension 
exercises in class. In class activity will also comprise of reading exercises to improve 
intonation, pronunciation with the objective of making students comfortable and 
confident in orally producing French. In addition, regular written homework will be 
assigned to focus on written skills and grammatical accuracy. 
 
STYLE: 
 
This class meets 3 days a week (on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays) for 50 minutes 
on each class day (i.e. 10:00-10:50 am). The class will mostly comprise of instruction and 
testing of grammar/vocabulary in the form of in-class student activities—exercises from 
the textbook that students will be expected to complete orally, teacher prepared exercises 
and activities, internet-web based exercises and listening and reading comprehension 
exercises. The focus of all the above in-class activities/exercises will be to improve 
oral communication skills.

HOWEVER, 
plagiarism--copying others’ work with out crediting them for it--is legally and ethically 
unacceptable--AND GROUNDS FOR FAILURE, NOT JUST IN THE ASSIGNMENT, 
BUT IN THE CLASS. Paraphrases, as well quotes, must be documented. See the article, 
Plagiarism, posted in documents in Blackboard. 
 
PHILOSOPHY: 
This is an UNIVERSITY-LEVEL ACADEMIC COURSE WITH APPROPRIATE 
ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS. You earn your grade on that basis. You do not receive 
university credit for "gender and/or ethnic consciousness" or language ability per se. 
Academic credit is based upon your intellectual and academic efforts, willingness and 
ability to reflect upon and respond to requirements of the class. 
 
INTERACTION: 
RESPECT FOR OTHERS' VIEWS AND SPACE, not necessarily in agreement with 
one's own, is required on the part of every participant, including what is expressed, 
shared, etc., in the course of class interaction.

Probable daily 
time needed for homework outside class will be a minimum of one to two hours per hour 
spent in class (3-6 hours per week). "Homework" is largely left to your discretion--you 
must assess how well you understand and how much practice, reading or written work 
outside of class you need. You are responsible for anything and everything in the 
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syllabus, book or said in class. You are expected to highlight reading and take notes in 
class. You are expected to keep in contact with the professor and other students as 
personally needed. 
 
*INSTRUCTOR EVALUATIONS: 
*Students will be asked to complete a course/instructor evaluation form towards the end 
of the semester.

*VISITORS IN THE CLASSROOM: 
*Unannounced visitors to class must present a current official SHSU identification card 
to be permitted into the classroom. They must not present a disruption to the class by 
their attendance. If the visitor is not a registered student, it is at the instructor’s discretion 
whether or not the visitor will be allowed to remain in the classroom. 
 
This policy is not intended to discourage the occasional visiting of classes by responsible 
persons. Obviously, however, the visiting of a particular class should be occasional and

You are expected to come to class regularly and punctually. A) You are allowed only 3 
absences during the semester. Every absence beyond the permitted two absences will 
result in a 1 point deduction from your final grade. Absences documented with a doctor’s 
note or family emergencies such as funeral or serious sickness are considered excused 
absences and you will not be penalized for them. However, absences due to fraternity, 
sorority and club meeting and activities are considered unexcused and you will be 
penalized for these. B) You are also allowed only two tardies during the semester-every 
tardy beyond two results in a 1 point deduction from your final grade. C) If you are a 
member of the university sports team, please notify your professor as soon as possible 
with a written letter from your coach with the dates you will miss on account of matches 
or sports meets.

speak and open-mindedness; time every day outside of class for reading and reflection, 
awareness that this class is an academic experience which requires intellectual efforts and

Be present in class, having previously prepared each assignment on the schedule 
portion of the syllabus before coming to the class when that assignment will be 
discussed. You may study the assignments as much as you wish or have time for, 
incidentally. Suggestions: Reflect afterwards and make notes of questions/observations. 
 
HOMEWORK may include

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Worksheets: Perform activity, either on own or in group during class, fill out sheet, turn 
in on due date 
Finding Internet sources: find one on the topic, write down the address and a synopsis 
of what the site contains 
Other unspecified assignments 
You may work together or alone on homework. DO NOT COPY. 
 
*EXAMS 
 
You will be required to take 5 chapter exams during the semester. These exams will test 
material covered in class and may also include homework assignments. Your final will 
be comprehensive and will cover all material discussed in class during the semester and 
homework assignments.
