The students will be required to do programming and other types of homework. All the
homework is due in class on the due date, not midnight. Late homework is accepted up
to one week with penalties (2% off on the due date but after class, 5% off on the second
day, 5% off on each additional day.) In general, student homework will be graded and
returned back to students one week from the due date.

Three exams, including the final exam, will be given. Students will be given at least one
week notice for the date of these exams. All the examinations are written examinations.
There is no make-up examination available for any student. If a student has a good
reason on missing an exam, the grade he/she receives from the following exam is counted
for both. Students who fail to take the final examination fail the class automatically
unless excused for good cause by the college Dean.
