1. COURSE NUMBER AND NAME: MS 122, Basic Leadership

4. CATALOGUE DESCRIPTION: Seminar and practical application with primary
focus on interpersonal communication, leadership and management of small
teams/groups: professionalism and ethics are discussed. Includes land navigation,
leadership, operations plans and orders, troop leading procedures, basic skills and
equipment of the Army. We will also do some adventure training like rappelling,
paintball exercises and canoeing. Two lecture hours per week; weekly lab. Credit: 3
hours (with lab).

5. COURSE GOALS AND OBJECTIVES: This course is designed to give accurate
insight into the Army Profession and the officer’s role within the Army. Scholarship
and training opportunities will be presented to those interested. Primary means of
communication with students will be through the student’s Blackboard account. You
will be asked to provide your account address and access information during class and
you will need to check your e-mail regularly. It is essential that you have access to this
account. Most information will be sent through this media.

6. ATTENDANCE: SHSU’s attendance policy requires regular and punctual class
attendance. Beginning after three unexcused absences, students will be assessed a 10 %
grade penalty (ONE FULL GRADE OFF YOUR FINAL MS121GRADE). Three
late arrivals or early departures will equate to one unexcused absences. Make-up work
must be completed for all excused absences within one week of the absence.

Ensure these items are clean and in good condition
prior to signing for them, as you are responsible for their cleanliness and condition upon
return. All equipment will be returned prior to the end of the semester and in clean
condition.
