COURSE DESCRIPTION

This is a three credit hour lecture/participation designed to help students understand how
to teach individuals with disabilities. Clinical exploration in the field and classroom
participation is required as well as a final group presentation.

The
clinical experience will enlighten you, possibly guide your career choices, facilitate
leadership abilities and help you see what a huge difference you can make in the lives of
others.)

of adapted equipment for adapted physical activities.

Be familiar with the current trends and research areas in adapted physical activities.
