Beginning with the 2007 Summer and Fall registration on March 26, students who will
have completed 90 hours or more (including Spring 07) will be blocked unless they have
been advised and cleared either at the SAM Center or by their departmental advisor,
regardless of their overall GPA. This is to assure that students close to graduation are
taking the correct courses.

1. who have NO GPA at SHSU.

2. whose SHSU GPA is BELOW 2.5.

3. who have NOT completed TSI requirements.
4. who have 90 or MORE hours.
