
GRAPHIC DESIGN RUBRIC

ORIGINALITY:  How different, uncommon, inventive is the work, solution and manner of execution?  Extent to which independence of style, originality beyond ordinary and common solutions, imagination in expressing ideas, feelings and experiences are derived.  Does the work clearly register an aesthetic and expressive intent and solution to the problem?

DESIGN QUALITY:  Degree to which visual order is achieved through the organization of design principles, visual elements, and materials into a coordinated and visually pleasing whole.  May consider degree to which the work achieves harmony, variety, balance, movement, space, proportion, and/or emphasis and use of value, shape, texture, and line.  Understanding of composition and its use for expressive purposes.

Effectiveness:  Does the solution communicate the objectives. Does the solution communicate an effective message? Is the design and message appropriate for the target audience? Does the solution show an understanding of the client's needs? Does it satisfy the client's needs? Control of chosen media. Evidence of care and pride in presentation of artwork for formal evaluation. Neatness of final presentation.
