Design one structured-input activity and one output-based activity for a course in Spanish as a second language at the intermediate level (third and/or fourth semester.) Both activities must be related to the topic “The economy and work” or the topic “Health.”

Both activities must follow all of Lee & VanPatten’s guidelines to these two types of communicative activities. For example, this is advice number six for structured-input activities:

	Keep in mind the students’ strategies for input-processing

· Students pay closer attention to lexical elements (nouns, time expressions, etc.) than they do grammatical ones (for example, verb endings) when both types convey the same information.
· Students tend to notice linguistic information in sentence-initial position before noticing linguistic information either at the end or in mid-sentence position.
· Students interpret as the subject or agent the first noun (“Juan,” “man,” etc.) or the first pronoun (“he,” “it,” “him / her,” etc.) that they come across in the sentence.




Furthermore, assume that your production activity (that is, your second activity) already follows advice number 6 for this type of communicative activities: 

	“Students must already know the form or structure”




Finally, please remember to design both activities for an Intermediate-Spanish class. For this reason, please remember to adapt your Spanish so that students at this level may understand your instructions and examples. 
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
