Topic B.  If you are applying as a former student and were suspended for academic reasons, describe briefly any 

actions you have taken to improve your academic abilities and describe why you should be readmitted. If you are 

applying as a nondegree-seeking or postbaccalaureate applicant, briefly describe the goals you wish to accomplish if 

admitted, including the courses you would like to enroll in.  

 

Topic C.  There may be personal information that you want considered as part of your admissions application.  Write an 

essay describing that information.  You might include exceptional hardships, challenges, or opportunities that have shaped 

or impacted your abilities or academic credentials, personal responsibilities, exceptional achievements or talents, 

educational goals, or ways in which you might contribute to an institution committed to creating a diverse learning 

environment.
