General Purpose. The Conference is organized exclusively for charitable, educational and amateur
sports competition purposes under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding
section of any future federal tax code.

Specific Purpose. The specific purpose of the Conference shall be to promote and govern the
intercollegiate athletics competition of member institutions in a manner compatible with their
educational missions. [1/91]

Statement of Principle. The Conference is committed to providing male and female student-athletes,
coaches and administrators with opportunities and programs that are both equitable and broad-based.
It is a goal of the Conference to enhance the quantity and quality of opportunities for women in
intercollegiate athletics. Achievement of this goal shall occur through the existence of programs,
policies and structures that confirm the value of equitable treatment for men and women in
intercollegiate athletics.
